To the Editor: We are going so fast in the iron and steel business 
that we seldom lock back, hence we forget where ·e came from. 

In reference to the article on -he above suo·ect in last ee ' is­ 
sue of The Iron ge by Captain Hunt, I ould say that I think Fat er 
Thomas who first smelted iron with anthracite coal in this country, at 
the Cr~ne Iren ~ orks, Catasauqua, in the Lehigh Valley, employed the 
first ehemist in the industry in the person of Mr. Kinsey, father-in­ 
law of President Schwab of the United States Steel Corporation, and the 
genial old gentlemen still lives at Braddock, where he was engaged in 
ls.ter years. Mr. Kinsey' s start at Catasauqua was so far back that I 
am not sure that Cambria existed at that time. and I will not say that 
Mr. Carnegia was still working in Blackstock's factory at $1.25 a week. 
He might have got on the railroad by that time, but I do know that long 
after this the great Captain Jones, ];r. Hunt t a friend, learned t he ma­ 
chinist•s trade in the shops of the compa.ny along with half a dozen 
othere who have lang since become prominent in the manufacture of iron 
and steel. Mr. Fritz and his brother were in the fou...ndry business 
there about this time, and Mr. Thomas' sons were beginning their ca­ 
reers as ironrnasters, and later in cha.rge of the construction and oper­ 
a.tion of the renowned Thomas Iren Oompany. 

It is a curious fact that Mr. Gayley, vice-president of the United
